HONOURARY LIFE MEMBERSHIP

It is a pleasure for the Indian Head & District Wildlife Federation to nominate Dennis Sherratt for a Honorary Life Membership. 

Dennis began his professional career in wildlife research and management in 1973  and 1974 while doing fish and wildlife studies on the Churchill River.

From 1976 to 1981, Dennis headed the comprehensive fish, wildlife and habitat study in the Qu’Appelle River Basin Study.  Wildlife areas such as; Skinner’s Flats, Fair Hill Marsh and Upper Buffalo Pound Natural Area were created as a result of this basin study.

Dennis then worked in the Department of Natural Resources Wildlife Branch.  From 1984 to 1998 he served as Director of the Wildlife Branch.  It was during this term that Dennis and the Saskatchewan Wildlife Federation developed a long and productive working relationship.

During his time as Director, Dennis spearheaded a number of habitat conservation programs including the Heritage Marsh Program, Wildlife Habitat Protection Act and North American Waterfowl Management Plan.  He also designed and established the Sask. Wetland Conservation Corporation and served as its first general manager.

Dennis also played a key role in the early days of Wildlife Habitat Canada.  He was active in the Canadian Wetland Council and several international organizations promoting habitat protection and wildlife conservation in North America.

From 1998 to 2004 Dennis assumed the responsibility of fisheries and served as Director of Fish and Wildlife.  Dennis’s last years with the Department were spent as Executive Director of Strategic Environmental Studies.

Since retirement in 2008, Dennis has served as a Research Fellow with the Canadian Plains Research Centre, Acting Regional Vice President for the Nature Conservancy of Canada (Saskatchewan Region) and Science Advisor for the Saskatchewan Wildlife Federation.

Throughout his long and distinguished career Dennis maintained a close working relationship with the Saskatchewan Federation.  He was a regular guest at Board meetings, attended many conventions as a speaker and SWF member, and was in frequent communication offering advice and opportunities that would benefit the Federation and the resource.

It is a pleasure for the Saskatchewan Wildlife Federation to present a Honourary Life Membership to Dennis Sherratt, who has shared his knowledge and leadership and devoted the past four decades to wildlife conservation and management in Saskatchewan and beyond our border.
