The Bill McDonald Youth Conservationist of the Year Award was originated in 1999 and first presented at the convention in 2000.  A competition is to be conducted to determine who will be declared the youth (18 and under), who, by thought, effort, or deed, is considered to have contributed the most towards the conservation of Saskatchewan's renewable natural resources.

Criteria:

•
Any resident of Saskatchewan, 18 years of age or younger, is eligible. 

•
Nominations may be made by any branch of the Saskatchewan Wildlife Federation, organization or agency interested in the conservation of Saskatchewan's natural resources.

•
Nominations should be accompanied by a short biography of the nominee wherein the relationship to conservation must be noted, as well as the nominee's full address and phone number. 

•
This award will be judged on the following:

Achievement - The nominees activity(ies) has (have) clearly contributed to the conservation of one or more of Saskatchewan's renewable resources.

Future Impact -The nominees activity(ies) is (are) expected to have lasting beneficial effects on Saskatchewan's renewable resources or on public awareness about same.

Range of Impact - Expected influence on future conservation activities with reference to our renewable resources.

Benefits - The activity(ies) has (have) on improved use of our resources or heightened public interest in our renewable resources.

•
An unsuccessful nomination may be submitted for a succeeding year.

Selection 
•
An award committee will choose the person to receive the award each year from amongst those nominated.

•
The winner will be announced and the presentation made each year at the annual convention of the Saskatchewan Wildlife Federation.   A keeper trophy accompanies the presentation.
